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To apply for admission to any of the institutions of The Presidents’ Network International Student Consortium, carefully read the following application form, complete it in black pen with clear handwriting, and forward it to P.O. Box 5035, Anderson, SC 29623, U.S.A., or fax it to (425) 871-0091.
1.  Beginning College Students:  Please forward copies of your secondary school transcript or marksheets, SAT or ACT scores, TOEFL score, and class rank to the PresNet office.  If test scores are not available, your list of possible college choices may be limited, although a few of our colleges do not require these.  In addition, several of our colleges offer English as a Second Language (ESL) programs so, without a TOEFL, there is a possibility that you will be able to obtain a conditional admission.  Each student should forward a “financial certification” and bank statement with the application.  Your local bank can assist you with the bank statement.  The Financial Certification form at the end of this application.  If your sponsor would prefer, he or she can write a letter instead.  All transcripts should have a stamp from the issuing institution on them and all bank statements should be stamped by the bank that issued them.  U.S. schools generally will not accept documents that have been stamped by a notary or an official who is unrelated to the issuing institution.
2.  Transfer Students:  In addition to what is listed above, please send a copy of your college transcripts to the PresNet office.  Transfer students with less than 24 semester hours or 36 quarter hours must also submit their secondary school transcript.  In addition, if you have completed 1 full year of college within the U.S., a TOEFL may not be required.  This is decided on a school-by-school basis and may depend upon the transfer student’s college grades to date.
3.  Graduate Students:  In addition to the information provided in each section above, you will need to provide a copy of your complete college transcripts as well as a degree certificate or other type of completion certificate if you have been out of school for more than 4 months.  Moreover, a secondary school transcript is usually not required.  Transcripts must be stamped by the issuing institution.
4.  All Students:  In addition to the information provided in each section above, students may wish to include copies of certificates or awards earned, a statement of purpose essay, and 3 references in the application file.  While not all schools require these items, some do ask for them and it will detour any delays that might occur by not having them in the file to start with.
PLEASE NOTE:  While we can begin your process with copies of all documents, you will eventually be required to provide originals or copies that are duly stamped and signed by the issuing entity.  So, if you are able, we do suggest that you mail in originals or duly stamped and signed copies at the outset to expedite your process.

  The Presidents’ Network (PresNet) is an organization of colleges and universities that represent 34 states in the USA.  The International Student Consortium is a division of PresNet that is designed to serve the needs of students from outside the U.S. who desire to enroll for studies in U.S. institutions.
PresNet’s membership includes major universities and small liberal arts colleges, engineering schools and two-year colleges from across the country.  These institutions have adopted a common process that allows a student to make one unified application and have his/her qualifications evaluated by any of the institutions who are members of The Presidents’ Network.
If you choose to forward an application to the consortium, a list of colleges and universities for which you qualify will be returned to you, and you will be supplied additional information with which to evaluate your possibilities.
The cost is a standard $50.00 (USD) application fee.  There will be no additional application fee from any PresNet institution after completing this process.
The members of The Presidents’ Network created this process to benefit both the student and the institutions involved.  A greater diversity within the student body is the primary goal.

The Common Admissions Process

1.)  The student notifies PresNet of his/her interest by filling out this application form and returning it to the main PresNet office in Anderson, SC by mail or by fax.  (For those with access to the internet, there is also an on-line application that can be used.)
2.)  A copy of the student’s transcript of courses from secondary school or transfer institution (completed thus far), and any available test scores (SAT, GRE/GMAT, TOEFL), should be forwarded as well.  Official transcripts will eventually be required so you may wish to send them at the outset of the process.
3.)  PresNet will match the student’s qualifications and major interest with requirements for admission to each of the PresNet institutions.  A list of colleges and universities for which the student qualifies and which appear to meet the student’s needs, along with a biography of those institutions, will be forwarded to the address, fax number or email provided by the student.  
4.)  After the student notifies PresNet of a final choice, copies of the student’s documents are forwarded to that institution.
5.)  The institutions, knowing that their requirements have been met, and that the student has chosen them as the receiving institution, will move the student as quickly as possible through the acceptance process.  The official acceptance, along with I-20 and visa information, etc., will be forwarded to the address provided by the student.
